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For Many Local Creatives, Art is a Fami

Creating art is typically a singular
endeavor. But for many Placer County
artisans, art is a family affair.

Glassblowers Janet, Hannah and Rick
Nicholson, and photographers Shana and
Andy Laursen, work in the same media, but
bring different strengths and ideas to their
projects.

Batik artist Keith Smith and his wife,
Merridee, a silk painter and felter, work
in separate spaces, but share ideas and
techniques.

The same is true for watercolorist Judy
Dillon and her photographer husband,
Steve: “We are together, but separate since
creating art is really a solitary pursuit,”
explains Judy. “We are in close proximity,
but miles apart in what we are thinking and
how we approach our art.”

MERRIDEE AND KEITH SMITH

Merridee begins her creative art process
with careful, intense planning. Her husband,
Keith, claims he’s not as detail oriented.

After 45 years working as chemists
and forensic scientists, the couple have
found joy in creating unique fabric art
pieces. Merridee prefers silk painting and
felting, while Keith has turned to batik.
Each approaches the creative process from
opposite directions.

Silk painting and felting, Merridee
explains, satisfies her inner scientist. She
keeps detailed notes on each project—
dyes, fabric, time, as well as swatches—to
document how to recreate a piece.

Keith’s batik designs are one-of-a-kind,
as he prefers to “get to work and make
something.”

Although they have separate work areas,
the couple often collaborate: He may use
some of her silk painting dyes; she offers
suggestions on colors.

When Merridee teaches, Keith becomes
her support team — carrying her equipment
and supplies and serving as her assistant in
the classroom.

It’s critical that families working together
take time for outside interests. Merridee
finds solace in music (performing with the
Sierra Nevada Winds), while Keith enjoys
sports.

JUDY AND STEVE DILLON

Roseville residents Judy and Steve Dillon
may create in unrelated ways, but they
respect each other’s processes.

“I see working in different media as an
asset to our relationship and creativity,”
explains Judy.

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The Art of Finding Funding for Artists

From commissions to crowdfunding, there are unique sources underwriting

Puccini
had Giulio Ricordi. Willem de Kooning and
Jackson Pollock had Peggy Guggenheim.

Each of these famous artists were
discovered by a wealthy benefactor who
sponsored them throughout their careers.
But what about the not-so-famous artists,
people who struggle to prioritize their art in
the face of life’s other demands? What about
people like...you?

You may not have a Peggy Guggenheim,
but with some digging, dedication — and
most of all, perseverance — you could
unearth sources to help fund your artistic
endeavors, whatever they may be.

While it’s true that arts funding is tough
to find — and tougher still to get — it’s not
an impossible feat.

Here are some ideas for how and where
you can find funding to pursue your art.

GETTING COMMISSIONS

So, you think that a local artist
could never get a commission to
do an arts project? Think again!
Colfax-based art welder Jay
Staargard and Auburn’s Deanna
Marsh won a design competition
for a public art project at the
new Arch/NEXUS building
in Sacramento. The striking
installation, done in stainless
steel and glass, had to follow
rigorous materials guidelines
set forth by the Living Building
Challenge, calling for the
exclusive use of fully-sustainable
materials in both the sourcing
and creation of the artwork.
(Read more about the artists’
project in the accompanying
sidebar.)

Except for word-of-mouth, finding
clients to commission your work usually
means heading for the Web. The nonprofit
Americans for the Arts Public Art Network
at americansforthearts.org is a great place
to start, with its catalog of organizations
that specialize in supporting working artists.
Another good resource is TheArtGuide.com,
which lists calls for artists throughout the
country; most are exhibitions, competitions
or festivals, but you'll also find a few calls
for proposals.

GRANTS AND FELLOWSHIPS

Keep this in mind as you embark on your
quest for a grant or fellowship: while some
grants have a small application fee (seldom
more than $20), never get sucked into
paying to find grants. Along with come-ons

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ing Man Global Art Grants (burningman.org)
that funds interactive works of publicly-
accessible art.

Other grants and fellowships you won’t
find in multi-grant databases include the
Princess Grace Foundation (pgfusa.org)
with scholarships, apprenticeships and
fellowships for emerging talent in theater,
dance and film. And if you crave the
great outdoors, check out the National
Park Service Artist-in-Residence Program
(nationalparksartsfoundation.org) which
offers the chance to live and work as an
artist-in-residence in one of 29 national
parks.

Finally, keep in mind that some grant-
makers focus their efforts on specific
populations. Examples are grants and

fellowships for lesbian and gay artists, artists

with developmental disabilities, older artists,
as well as for artists from specific cultural
and ethnic groups.

CROWDFUNDING

Once upon a time in 2009, there was
Kickstarter. Today, there are over 2,000
crowdfunding sites. Crowdfunding is
one of the newest — and some say most
efficient — ways to raise money. Artists

have used it to fund individual works, studio

space, writing projects, theater and film
productions, events, and almost anything
else.

First, however, another caveat emptor:
be wary of any crowdfunding site that
claims to be “100% Free.” Often, these sites
will slap a hefty charge on your donors,
along with your own processing fee. Do
your homework, investigate, and read user
reviews.

The idea of crowdfunding may be
simple, but it takes time, energy, and focus
to put together a campaign that has any
chance of even marginal success. Download
Kickstarter’s “Creator Handbook” or
Indiegogo’s “Crowdfunding Field Guide” to
educate yourself on the process.

The crowdfunding platforms that have
been around the longest and have been
used the most are Kickstarter.com, the
oldest and one of the most successful;
GoFundMe.com, which touts itself as “the
world’s largest social fundraising platform;”
and Indiegogo.com, known for its flexible
platform that can adapt to a variety of
funding needs.

There are many other worthy platforms,
websites and bases to investigate. You just
need to find the one that works best as a
benefactor for you. B
